Whereas, the Nez Perce Treaty is the most favored Nation Treaty and of which there continues to be
rights and protections reserved under Congressional Authority; and

Whereas, during the Spring 2014 General Council the Nez Perce Treaty was read and s a part of the
Minutes of Record; and

Whereas, the Nez Perce Tribe does have a Law and Order Code in place that governs the people of the
reservation and promulgates laws and ordinances; and

Whereas, the Nez Perce Treaty is the supreme law of the land and therefore the Nez Perce Tribe will
included the Nez Perce Treaty in the Law and Order Code and it shall take precedence over laws and
ordinances that may be in conflict with treaty rights;

Whereas, our grandfathers and grandmothers fought for and died for this treaty we must uphold and
honor the treaty.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that the Judicial Executive Office revise the Nez Perce Tribe Law and
Order Code and shall include the Nez Perce Tribe Treaty.

Be it further Resolved, that our NPTEC in their government —to-government relationship at the State and
Federal levels voice the unmet need that is a treaty right is not being met.

Be it further Resolved, that our NPTEC in their government-to-government relationship at the State and
Federal levels voice the unmet need that is a treaty right is not being met.
